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Cricket can be expensive. It is not expected that all juniors will have all their own kit especially in the u11 age group. 	· Training and matches: tracksuit/shorts, cricket shirt, trainers.


	· Whites when playing matches.
· No need to buy wooden bats. Matches are played using plastic bats and windballs.

	· Training: as for u9s also for boys an abdominal protector (cricket box) and either box shorts or a spare sock.
· Matches: whites & trainers.
	· Bat, pads, batting gloves, helmet, spikes and bag to carry it all in.
· Wicket–keeping gloves if a keeper

BATS:
The club has a number of bats available for u11s and u13s. If you are going to invest in a bat for hardball cricket, the cheapest bats are made from Kashmir willow, but if you can afford to spend a little more and get an English willow bat it will be money well spent. Avoid the temptation to buy a bat that is a few sizes up on the basis your child will “grow into it”. Using a bat that is too big affects both the speed and power of the shot. If you want to make a bat last two years, better to have the right-sized bat for the first year and a bat that is a bit small for the second year than have a bat that is too big for the first year and right for the second.
